	Demonstrate NON-EXAMPLES (What NOT To Do)
	Demonstrate EXAMPLES (What To Do)

	Rule 1. Walk down the hallway with class and use the restroom without permission; carry on a conversation with a friend or text in the bathroom
	Rule 1.  Use hall pass if necessary; Cell phones remain in locker


	Rule 2. Cutting line, using inappropriate language; touching your neighbor
	Rule 2. Wait patiently; keep hands to self; using polite conversation; keep hands to yourself


	Rule 3. Throwing paper on the floor; not flushing; watch another student write on the bathroom wall and then walk by and ignore it; don’t flush; not wash hands and then try to shake another student hand
	Rule 3. Walk in, do what needs to be done; walk out; wash hands and return to class.  Report problems to teacher. Flush.  Wash and dry hands. Place paper towels in the trashcan.  Don’t be wasteful.


	Rule 4. Not using the bathroom during break and then wasting class time in the bathroom. Bringing make-up or cell phone in restroom
